Attached you will find a cover page that must be included with your grant application. With the cover page, please provide a detailed description (maximum of 2-3 pages) of the proposed project, purpose of the project and project expectations.

Please make 5 copies of your application and submit them in the Central Office to Mary Reaume. The due date for applications is October 7, 2011. The review of application and awards will be completed by October 21, 2011.
